OKTOBERFEST FAQ’S

Are amusement rides included in the admission price?
Unlimited amusement rides for children and adults are included in the admission price.
At what age are children charged admission?

Children old enough to use the amusement rides are charged admission. Small children
not using the rides are not charged. This is a parental decision.

What is the best time for a family to come to Oktoberfest?

Saturday and Sunday afternoons are the least crowded and many believe the most
enjoyable times.

How many people does it take to put on the Oktoberfest?

Last year there were more than 600 volunteers at Oktoberfest. This does not include the
police, amusement company personnel and beverage distributors’ staff.

Do you serve authentic Munich Oktoberfest beer?

Yes, Hacker-Pschorr Oktoberfest beer brewed in Munich will be on draft as well as
Paulaner Hefe-Weizen, Yuengling Lager, Coor’s Light and Twin Lakes Oktoberfest.

How does your beer price compare to that charged in Munich?

On a per liter basis our price is $9.00 per liter compared to $12.25 for the same beer in
Munich.

Are we permitted to bring our personal steins and glasses to Oktoberfest?

Yes, personal glasses and steins may be brought to Oktoberfest. The charge for a fill-up
will depend on the choice of beverage and volume requested.

When is the pig roast?

Roast pork dinners will be sold at food line #1 Saturday and Sunday afternoon. One pig
will be roasted each day.

How are the dates of Oktoberfest chosen? Why is yours in September?
Oktoberfest in Munich always begins in September two weeks prior to the first Sunday in

October. The DSB Oktoberfest is held on the same weekend as the start of Oktoberfest in
Munich.
